This is a literacy (“constructing support”) grade.  A PSR grade for class participation and/or work completion/effort is likely to be included.

	In addition to Level 3:

Evidence presented is complex and/or has not been discussed in class

Makes unexpected or insightful arguments.

Each piece of evidence is explained with details and/or examples.

	Prompt is not included or is not addressed (i.e., topic sentence is not supported with evidence).

Evidence is insufficient or 
is not adequately explained.

Concluding sentence does not reinforce topic sentence.
