	Hunter-Gatherers: People who hunted animals and gathered plants for food 
Men hunted, women + children gathered 
Migration: moving to a different area 
Nomadic: moving from place to place following food 

Depleted: used up (what caused nomadic movement) 

Lived in clans of 30 people 
	Technology: Applying knowledge, tools, and  
                    inventions to meet needs 
Stone tools (digging sticks, piercing tools) 
Fire: Provided heat, light, protection, cooking,
split rocks for tools, harden metal tools 
Complex tools: Hunting bows, flint spearheads, and metal tools 
Tools enabled art 
	Domestication: The “training” of animals/plants to be of use to humans 
Produces a reliable source of food, clothing, shelter, tools 
Instead of the environment controlling you, you begin to control environment 
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	Agriculture
	Villages and Permanent Settlements
	Advanced Technology

	Agriculture:  Planting seeds to raise crops (farming); can also include raising livestock for food
Agricultural Revolution: moving from food gathering to food raising 
Now—raise food predictably, raise more food, support more people on less land, eat even when wild plants/animals were scare, created surplus, save on labor 

Fertile: better suited for growing (slash and burn, silt from river overflow) 

Irrigation: humans watering crops 

	Need to stay with crops 

Can be near water for irrigation and more fertile soil 
Advantages:
 More food (more survival)
        Shared workload 

        Withstand attacks 
Disadvantages:

	Surplus: Amount produced in excess of 
              what is needed 
Enough to eat (surpluses can be stored; food available during difficult times); people wouldn’t starve

Results:

 - More animals would survive 
 - Specialized workers, because with enough food

    being produced, not everyone had to farm and

    they could do other things
 - Excess food could be traded for other goods 

	Thousands of people now

Results:
     - Gov’t: planning, leadership 
     - Big buildings (temples, gathering spots) that
       helped create a sense of community 
     - Occupational/ social classes 
Increased interaction (intermarriage) 
     because of trade 

	Specialization: Skill in one kind of work 
Division of labor – People doing different kind of work

Ex: weavers, potters, artisans 
More, better, different products 
       Products could be traded

People got trained (education) 
After years of learning a skill, people got better at dangerous things (less risk, more pop. growth)

      Occupational (similar skills, training) 
      Social (similar background, customs, income)

Increased population needed to be managed (more people, more conflict)

	Creation of leadership/laws: 
- created order, planning 
- provided organizational structure 
- managed jobs that needed to be done 
- managed surpluses 
- kept records
- settled disputes
