Directions:

1. Go to the website on the top of your worksheet (or check my website homepage for a link).

2. Where it says, “Select an Area to Explore,” click on any of them.   The first one, “Land of the Indus” is fine.

3. Towards the bottom of the new page is a box that says “Activities.”  Click on the one that says “Professor Indus Game”.

4. When it gets to the page that asks you if you want sound, say “yes” and plug in the headphones!  (At school, the headphone jack may have to be jiggled a little.)

5. On your worksheet, there are two questions that ask you for definitions of words (#5 and #9).  To access the glossary, type “Indus Valley glossary” in the Search box of the BBC website (not the “Google” search box).  When you see it listed (“BBC – Primary History – Indus Valley – Glossary”), click on it to get the list of words.

6. It is highly recommended that you read all of the questions first, so you don’t skip any information that you’ll need.  You can’t go back page by page; you’ll have to start over.  (And you won’t be able to fast forward either.)  The questions should be in order.  Be sure to hit all of the “next” buttons in each sub-section —until you don’t see a “next” button anymore.  (It could be several times in each section.)  Go slow to go fast!  Take your time.  After you complete a question, read the next one so you know what information you should be looking for.
